The cut off will be applied in each stream
on the cumulative percentage of marks obtained by the candidates upto the final
semester/year. Final semester/year studying candidates will be provisionally allowed to
appear in SSB; subject to following conditions: -

(4.1.1)  Their cumulative percentage of marks upto 6th semester/3rd year of
Engineering degree, upto 8th semester/4th year of B. Architecture (B. Arch) and
upto 2nd semester/1st year of M.Sc in notified equivalent stream/ discipline is not
below the approved cut off percentage in their respective streams.

(4.1.2) After declaration of final results, the cumulative percentage of marks upto

final semester/ year of degree course will also be not less than the approved cut

off percentage, failing which the candidature will be cancelled.
Note 1 The application form on www.joinindianarmy.nic.in converts marks to
percentage by using simple formula of percentage and same is used for
shortlisting. Candidates to note that the percentages as given by
College/University after applying CGPA to percentage formula as adopted by
respective College/University, will be considered final. Any candidate whose
percentage arrived at after applying CGPA to percentage conversion formula, goes
below cut off, should not report for SSB even if he/she is shortlisted as per marks
filled in application form.

4.3 Conduct of SSB

4.3.1 Only shortlisted eligible candidates depending on the cut off percentage will
be called at one of the Selection Centres viz. Prayagraj (UP), Bhopal (MP),
Bengaluru (Karnataka) and Jalandhar (Punjab) for SSB. Call Up letter for SSB
interview will be issued by respective Selection Centres through candidate’s
registered e-mail id and SMS only. No request for changes is entertained in
this regard.

4.3.2 Candidates will be put through two stage selection procedure. Those
who clear Stage-1 will go to Stage-2. Those who fail in Stage-1 will be



returned on the same day. Duration of SSB interviews is maximum five days,
and details of the same are available on official website of Directorate General of
Recruiting i.e. www.joinindianarmy.nic.in. This will be followed by a medical
examination for the candidates who get recommended after Stage-2.

44 Joining Pre-Commission _Training Academy (PCTA). Candidates
recommended by the SSB and declared medically fit, will be issued Joining Letter for
training in the order of merit, depending on the number of vacancies available, subject to
meeting all eligibility criteria. Post joining of PCTA, permission to appear in SSB of
another entry may be granted only once during 1%t term of training, provided the Officer
Cadet (OC) has qualified/ shortlisted for SSB before joining the PCTA. Such leave is
permitted only if candidate is upgrading his career i.e. from Short Service Commission
(SSC) to permanent Commission (PC) entries.

5. Medical Examination. Please visit www.joinindianarmy.nic.in for Medical Standards
and Procedures of Medical Examination for Officers Entry into Army as applicable. The validity
of SSB medical examination is 270 days i.e. Special Medical Board (SMB) to PCTA joining date.
Any candidate who has under gone SSB medical (SMB/AMB/RMB) for any SSB of any service
and declared ‘Med FIT' need not undergo medical examination again after the SSB of
SSC(Tech)-68 provided the date of medical (SMB) upto date of joining this course i.e. 01 Apr
2027 is less than 270 days.

Note 1. Candidates who are already undergoing training in any of the PCTAs need not
undergo fresh medicals for SSC(Tech)-68 even if gap between SMB to join this course i.e.

6. Type of Commission.

6.1 Grant of Commission. Selected candidates will be granted Short Service
Commission on probation in the rank of Lieutenant from the date of commencement of
the course or the date of reporting at Pre-Commissioning Training Academy (PCTA),
whichever is later and will be entitled to full pay and allowances admissible to Lieutenant
during training period. Pay & allowances will be paid after successful completion of
training.

6.2 Confirmation of Short Service Commission. On successful completion of Pre-
Commission training at PCTA, Officer will be confirmed Short Service Commission
(Technical) in the rank of Lieutenant.

6.3 Ante Date Seniority. One year ante date seniority from the date of commission
will be granted to Engineering Graduates of Short Service Commission (Technical) in the
rank of Lieutenant.

6.4 Termination of Commission. An officer granted Short Service Commission will be
liable to serve for ten years but his/her Commission may be terminated at any time by the
Government of India for: -

6.4.1 Misconduct or if his/her services are found to be unsatisfactory, or

6.4.2 On account of medical unfitness, or



6.4.3 If his/her services are no longer required, or
6.4.4 If he/she fails to qualify in any prescribed test or course.

6.4.5 An officer may on giving three months notice be permitted to resign his/her
commission on compassionate grounds of which the Government of India will be
the sole judge. An officer who is permitted to resign his/her commission on
compassionate grounds will not be eligible for terminal gratuity.

Training.

7.1 Induction in PCTA. Selected candidates will be detailed for training at Officers
Training Academy, according to their position in the final order of merit (engineering
stream-wise) upto the number of available vacancies and subject to meeting all eligibility
criteria. Duration of Training is 46 weeks (excluding term break).

7.2  Marriage During Training. Candidates will neither be allowed to marry during the
period of training nor he be allowed to live with Parents/ Guardians. Candidates must not
marry until they complete the full training at the Officers Training Academy. A candidate,
if he marries while under training, shall be discharged and will be liable to refund all
expenditure incurred on him by the government. A candidate, who marries subsequent to
the date of his application, though successful at the Service Selection Board interview
and medical examination, will not be inducted for training, and his candidature will be
cancelled.

7.3 Academic Degree. Training at PCTA is at Govt expense. All candidates who
successfully complete Pre-Commission training at Officers Training Academy, Gaya will
be awarded ‘Post Graduate Diploma in Military Studies & Defence Management’ by
Magadh University, Bodh Gaya.

7.4  Suitability to Retain Short Service Commission. If an officer is reported upon
within a period of six months from the date of confirmation of Short Service Commission
as unsuitable to retain his commission, his commission may be terminated at any time,
whether before or after the above period.

7.5 Liability of Service. Officers may be granted Short Service Commission in any
Arm/ Service and will be liable for service in any part of the world on selected
appointments as decided by Integrated Headquarters of Ministry of Defence (Army), from
time to time.

7.6  Tenure of Engagement. Officers (Male) shall be liable to serve for ten years, with
a provision for release to desirous officers on completion of 5" years of service with the
approval of Army HQ based on merit of the case. The tenure of ten years of service,
however, may be extendable by a further period of four years subject to their opting for
the same and found eligible and suitable for extension of service as per terms of
engagement issued from time to time. Officers who are desirous of seeking Permanent
Commission (PC) may be considered for the same in the 10" year of service in
accordance with the eligibility and suitability as per terms of engagement issued from
time to time. Those Officers seeking PC but are not granted the same, may opt for
extension of service. Officers found eligible and suitable for grant of extension of service
as per terms of engagement issued from time to time, may be granted extension for a
period of four years on expiry of which they will be released from the Army.

7.6.1 Special Provision for Release for SSC on Completion of 5" Year of
Service. SSCOs other than those who have undergone or are undergoing any




specialised course, who are desirous of leaving the service after completion of five
years service may, during the fifth year of service, apply to the Army HQs for
release. Army HQ will consider the applications of such officers on merits and the
decision of the Army HQ will be final and irrevocable. On approval such officers
will be released from service on completion of 5" year of service. Those SSCOs
who have undergone or are undergoing any specialised course will not be
released before expiry of full tenure of 14 years unless the cost of training of such
specialised course as prescribed is recovered from them. They will be required to
execute a bond to this effect on nomination for such specialised course.

7.6.2 Special Provisions During Extended Tenure. During extended tenure,
they will be permitted to seek release from the Army on following grounds: -

7.6.2.1 Taking up a civil job.
7.6.2.2 Pursuing higher education.
7.6.2.3 Starting own business / joining family business.

7.7 Cost of Training. The entire cost of training at PCTA is at Government expense.
In case an Officer Cadet resigned/Withdrawn from training academy due to reasons other
than medical ground or the reasons not beyond his control, he will be liable to refund cost
of training @ ¥ 20,482.40/- per week (01 Jul 26 to 30 Jun 27) and as notified from time
to time, per week (for the stay at the Academy). The Cost of training is borne by State,
will be recovered from candidates in case of resignation on personal reasons or
withdrawal by the Academy on Disciplinary Grounds.

8. The final allocation of Arms/Services will be made prior to passing out of Officer Cadets
(OCs) from PCTA and will be at the sole discretion of Integrated HQ Ministry of Defence (Army)
keeping in view the existing policy. The candidate will not have any objection in the event of his
final selection on allotment of any arms/service in the interest of the organization. No
representation is tenable on this account.
